Despite the applicant’s assurance that all dimensions and environmental
regulations remain compliant, committee members expressed concern over the
significant change in vessel size, navigational constraints, and potential impact
on the surrounding waterway, which is commonly used for kayaking and
paddleboarding. Members requested detailed schematics for further review

before deciding on the matter.
